Primary School Kwik Cricket Rules
Organisation
1. Each team will consist of 8 players with a minimum of 3 girls per team.
2. Teams will consist of players from P6 and below
3. The pitch is 16 yards in length.

Batting & Scoring
4. Both teams begin with a score of 200.
5. Both teams will bat for 8 overs.
6. Batters will bat for 2 overs in pairs.
7. If a batter is dismissed they must change ends and 5 runs will be taken from the total.
8. Batters can be out by being bowled, caught, run out or stumped
9. No-balls and wides will result in a free hit off the ‘T’. The batter places the ‘T’ a yard in front of the crease and hits the ball in front of the crease line.  The batter only has one chance to swing. The ‘T’ ball is a free hit and not counted as the next delivery.
10. The scoring for these ‘T’ ball deliveries includes 2 for the wide/no ball + runs + score made on the free hit

Bowling and Fielding
11. Each fielder must bowl once 
12. Bowlers can bowl over arm or underarm. Bowlers must be encouraged to bowl over arm
13. Fielders are allowed to move on a free hit
14. A wide is a delivery that is not within reach of the striker. A no ball will be called for a head high delivery or one that bounces more than twice  * umpires discretion is used for this
15. The team with the highest runs at the completion of both innings will be the winner.  In the event of the runs being tied the team that has lost the fewer wickets will be adjudged the winners.
